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The Pugwash Peace Exchange has taken great strides, and in 2006 saw some incredible accomplishments
and milestones. When looking at last year's Annual Report, it is very encouraging to see how much we have
collectively accomplished, and how far we have come as an organization.

Our membership has more than doubled since last year, now standing at almost 750 members, who
hail from right next door to the other end of the world.

We now have a comprehensive business plan, providing a roadmap of how we can best help our village
prosper and grow.

Our web site has received accolades from all over the world, and has proven to be a valuable resource
for members and non-members alike, with its thought-provoking articles, information and extensive re-
sources and links for youth.

Our volunteers held a very successful and popular “Peace Café” at the Pugwash Gathering of the Clans
on July 1st.

We held excellent and productive meetings and discussions with the Pugwash Park Commission, who
own the existing Thinkers’ Lodge.

We hosted the Steering Committee for the 2007 Extraordinary Workshop, comprised of peace and dis-
armament experts from all across North America.

Our “Dinner of Peace” on July 8 was a resounding success. Over 300 members, guests and dignitaries
enjoyed a reception and dinner, and were treated to a moving and inspirational talk by our Patron,
Senator, Lieutenant-General the Honourable Roméo Dallaire.

We held a very successful reception and opening ceremonies for HarbourFest, an event that brought
the business community and Pugwash’s organizations together in a wonderful display of community
achievement.

We hosted Steve Staples, an Ottawa-based expert on nuclear disarmament, as a guest speaker.

We held receptions for members and prospective members in Halifax, the South Shore, Truro, Amherst,
and Dalhousie and Acadia Universities, and at the Albany Club in Toronto.

Our fundraising efforts have been very successful. Our operating campaign raised enough to allow us to
continue our work at the PPE, and our holiday cards and note cards have proven to be extremely popu-
lar with members and-non members alike.

The Pugwash Youth Peace Exchange, a local school group under our mentorship, has raised money for
disadvantaged Third World children, and has worked to increase their knowledge and understanding of
world affairs.

Our accomplishments are attributable to our strong partnerships and to the many who believe in our goals
and objectives. Without the gifted individuals who have answered our call, none of our successes would have
been possible:

The Pugwash Park Commission has worked closely with us, offering us insights and guidance, and de-
serve our thanks for being such diligent guardians of the Thinkers’ Lodge and associated buildings,
which serve as the inspiration and wellspring for this entire project.

The Cumberland Regional Economic Development Association (CREDA), and in particular, Ron Robin-
son, has provided valuable assistance, resources, and a shining beacon of direction as we navigate the
bureaucratic labyrinth of government support programs.

The Municipality of Cumberland County provided us with an early boost by helping to fund our feasibility
study, and continues to be a valued supporter.

The Pugwash Village Commission has provided us with our office space, and Commissioner Bill Church
continues to provide us with valuable advice and resources.

Senator, Lieutenant-General The Honourable Roméo Dallaire, through his passion for peace and hu-
man rights, and through his dedication to the goals of the Pugwash Peace Exchange, has been a con-
stant inspiration.

The Honourable Douglas Roche and his Advisory Council have given our project wings through their



credibility and extensive networks of contacts.

Our Board of Directors, all with different bases of skills and knowledge, and with strong community
roots, have enriched not just our board, but the entire community of Pugwash through their dedication to
the well-being and vitality of the village.

The support, resources, availability and encouragement offered by the Canada Pugwash Group, under
the direction of Adele Buckley, and Pugwash International and its Executive Director, Dr. Jeffrey Bout-
well, have been indispensable and greatly appreciated.

Our volunteers work hard, with creativity, and have inspired us all through their dedication to this organi-
zation. It is no exaggeration to say that many of our past year’s successes would not have come to frui-
tion had it not been for their efforts.

With 750 members we have the largest organization of its kind in Cumberland County. Remarkably,
these wonderful people are inspired, at this early stage, almost solely by the power of our vision.

All three levels of government have provided guidance, support, and enthusiasm for this project. A spe-
cial thanks is owed to Bill Casey, M.P., and Ernie Fage M.P.P. and their staffs, for the unwavering sup-
port and assistance offered to us. They have introduced us to major political ministers, and to the Prime
Minister and Premier, ensuring that the goals of the Pugwash Peace Exchange have reached the ears
of Canada’s major decision-makers.

We still have hills to climb in our quest to build our world-class interpretive and educational centre for peace.
Some of our the larger plans for 2007 include:
- Encouraging the Provincial Government to participate financially in the PPE;

Working with ACOA in determining Federal funding;

Preparing the site plan for the overall project that can be further used to engage a competitively

determined architect firm and for fund raising purposes;

Rehabilitating the Thinkers’ Lodge, Dining Hall and Staff House;

Further outlining and laying the base for our suite of educational programs; Preparing the market-

ing literature and brochures that will motivate the private sector to provide $2 Million of funding.

As you can see we have another very demanding and exciting year as we meet and overcome these and
many other challenges. In doing so we are very, very fortunate in having a strong network of support in our
members, Board of Directors and Advisory Council, and most importantly, in our two professional staff mem-
bers, Krista Chiasson and Ann Jeffreys. If 2006 has been any indication, we anticipate that the successes of
2007 will serve to propel us even further down the road toward the goals that we, and you, share together.




Membership Report

Our membership numbers have increased exponentially since last year. As of March 4th, 2006, we had 292
members. Our membership had not yet spread beyond North America, and our representation in other prov-
inces was still minimal.

What a difference a year makes! We now have members in Europe, Australia and New Zealand. Our U.S.
representation has tripled, and all regions of Canada have seen substantial jumps in the number of PPE
members. With 256 members in our local area, the PPE undoubtedly enjoys one of the largest local member-
ships of any community group on the North Shore.

Pugwash Youth Peace Exchange Repo

The Pugwash Youth Peace Exchange has had a very busy and productive year. The end of the 2005-2006
school year saw the farewells of a couple of members, but the beginning of the new school year saw some
fresh new faces. Many familiar faces were also present, and were very enthusiastic to get the new year roll-
ing. Our first meeting, held at the Thinkers’ Lodge, proved to be very inspirational. The group was given a tour
of the Lodge and informed as to some of its history. It is anticipated that they will soon prove to be knowl-
edgeable enough about the Lodge as to be able to provide a tour to their teachers at the end of this school
year.

Information is an integral part of working towards peace. When one is informed about world issues, and can
discuss and debate those issues with clear, well-researched arguments, one becomes much more effective in
their quest to effect change in the world. With that in mind, the PYPE has been engaging in debates about
various world topics. Our debate about humanitarian intervention was a passionate one, and all of the stu-
dents have gained a much better understanding, not just about the topic at hand, but about how to better un-
derstand how and why certain decisions are made on the world stage.

Our small group has made a big change to students in Ethiopia. For the second year, the students have par-

ticipated in Project Love, an initiative from CODE Canada that sends school supplies to disadvantaged Third

World children. Each child will receive a kit containing a ruler, a pencil, an eraser and a notebook. These are

priceless items indeed, in a country where many children cannot attend school, and where those who do are

less able to retain what they learn due to a lack of school supplies. The PYPE raised enough money to send

over 150 kits to Ethiopian students, an accomplishment of which they are deservedly very proud. We are cer-
tain that with the help of the local community, next year will see the PYPE surpassing that number.

ating campaign finished up on December 14th, 2006, resulting in 156 donations, totalling $46,502.

Of course, those were not the only donations received. Our members, be they new or renewing, have proven
to be incredibly generous and supportive of our organization. At year-end of 2005, we had received $1525 in
donations. At year end of 2006, we had received an additional $8529 in donations. When added to the dona-
tions from the operating campaign, our friends, members and other supporters had donated $55,031.

The local community has also been very generous and supportive of our
efforts. Our holiday cards and note cards have proven to be very popu-
lar, and it is truly heartening to see the level of support and encourage-
ment offered by our community and our members. We sold almost every
one of the 250 packages of holiday cards, and almost a third of the note
cards.

Other successful fundraising initiatives were our July “Dinner of Peace”,
our various raffles and our t-shirt sales.

The upcoming year is bound to bring even more success in our fundraising efforts. This year’s dinner will be
even bigger and better than ever, we have a new t-shirt in the works, we predict that our note cards will be a
popular item during the July festivities and we’ll be designing an updated version of our Thinkers’ Lodge holi-
day card for the 2007 holiday season.

We want to express our sincere thanks to all of the supporters who believe in the goals and mission of the
Pugwash Peace Exchange and have generously given to our fundraising initiatives over the past year.
