LEADERSHIP MESSAGE

2009 will go down as a transitional year for the Pugwash Peace Exchange. During that year we continued our ac-
tivities as we had in the past with a successful dinner in Halifax followed by a July conference, a celebration of our
many volunteers and two Christmas gatherings--one in Halifax and the other in Pugwash.

Our late March dinner in Halifax at Saint Mary’s University was attended by approximately 300 people and proved,
with its silent auction, to be a major fund raising event. Retired Senator, the Honourable Douglas Roche, dean and
much distinguished head of the anti-nuclear bomb movement in Canada was our speaker. His presentation: ‘The
Children of Adam’ Obama, Canada and Peace’ in which he elaborated on Obama’s arrival in the White house. He
described it as a transformational moment in the history of the anti nuclear weapon movement. He said, and |
guote: “The arrival of President Barack Obama in the White House is a transformational moment in world history.
It is of the same magnitude as the fall of the Berlin Wall in 1989, which brought a sudden end to the Cold War.”

Senator Roche, in his insightful address foreshadowed Obama’s new strategy which makes just about every non-
nuclear state immune from any threat of nuclear retaliation by the United States. But it carves out an exception for
Iran and North Korea, warning both countries that the United States could still use its nuclear arsenal to counter
any effort to sell or transfer the country’s nuclear technology to terrorists.

In July we hosted a conference consisting of International Student Young Pugwash drawing participants from
around the world including such places as Egypt, South Africa, Holland and the United States. In their conference
summary entitled: Climbing to the Top of the Mountain, the Student members said this, and | quote: “We, the lead-
ers of the International Student/Young Pugwash movement, meeting in Pugwash Nova Scotia where the transna-
tional movement for nuclear disarmament was launched in 1957, on the occasion of the 30" anniversary of the
establishment of the first Student Pugwash groups, reaffirm our belief that young people can and must take re-
sponsibility for the roles they can play in creating a world free of nuclear weapons.”

Our featured speaker was Doctor Talatbek Masadykov, a citizen of Kyrgyzstan and current Chief of the Political Affairs
Unit of the United Nations Assistance Mission to Afghanistan. Through his plain spoken analysis of the workings of
the Karzai government in Afghanistan, we were among the first to know of the problems with the United Nations
mission to that troubled country.

During the same conference the PPE played host to 50 of Canada’s best and brightest high school students,
known as SHAD VALLEY students, who came to listen and to learn about the “Pugwash Conferences”, Cyrus
Eaton, Thinkers’ Lodge and to see, to hold and to be inspired by the Sir Joseph Rotblat Nobel Peace Medallion.

Who among us will ever forget the world famous opera singer, Barbara Hannigan who came from Prague and
sang so movingly for us. It left a powerful memory.

2009 was also the year in which the PPE met its first major goal, which was to see the raising of the monies--in
this instance $800,000--to begin the first step in the renovation of the Thinkers’ Lodge where the Pugwash Confer-
ences began more than 50 years ago.

At the end of the year we had maintained our membership at about 1000 and exited with a strong balance sheet.

Now, in 2010, and after 5 years during which we have come from a glint in the eye to a major Nova Scotia event,
the Board has decided that we should move to a lower profile for the next few months. The motivation to do this
stems from several directions. We have completed the first stage of our journey which was to see to the renovation
of the Thinkers’ Lodge; to celebrate this occurrence the Pugwash Park Commission want to hold their own Peace
Conference in the same time frame in which we would ordinarily do so. It seemed appropriate for us to vacate that
time frame and allow them to this; the funding of the educational centre, which is our next large goal, will require
that we rethink our business plans and our approach to raising funds. We need time and organizational effort to do
this.

This is not to say we will not be active. Our vision remains the building of an educational interpretive centre dedi-
cated to the principles of Peace and the Human Security Agenda. By doing this we will attract tourists to the Vil-
lage and retain our young people who will find meaningful employment in the community.

Again this year we will be hosting the SHAD VALLEY students, in conjunction with the Wallace Area Museum, who
now celebrate Doctor Bill Boyle’s being awarded the 2009 Nobel Prize in physics. Imagine, two Nobel Prizes within
20 kilometres of each other! Also, as it now stands, we will be hosting Senator Roche at a public event in early
September along with a high profile cultural activity.

The Pugwash Peace Exchange has bloomed and prospered thanks to its dedicated Board, staff, volunteers, advi-
sors and members from every continent. On behalf of all of us, a special thanks. ~ Dr. Stephen G. Leahey, Chair

The students have also

been busy organizing the World Vision’s 30 Hour Fam-

ine. A worldwide movement of youth who are dedicated

in fighting hunger. For 30 hours, the students will get a

taste of hunger by not eating - - something more than a

billion people worldwide experience each day. By fund-

raising for this event and learning more about the facts

of world hunger, students are changed in amazing

ways as they help others and save lives.

FUNDRAISING REPORT

Once again this year, the support that we have received from our members and friends has surpassed all expec-
tations and was very much appreciated. From corporate donations to new members adding an extra $5 onto their
cheques, the sheer number of people who helped to support us was proof positive of the universal appeal of our
project and its goals.

On September 1, 2009, we commenced our annual operating campaign. This campaign’s purpose was to raise
the funds to cover our operating costs, allowing us to continue working towards our goals. The operating cam-
paign finished up on December 31st, 2009, resulting in 130 donations, totalling $26,200.

Another welcome source of support was sponsorships. Our corporate supporters this year were instrumental in
helping to offset the many costs associated with our April dinner, our July conference, and our other events. Over
$15,000 was given in sponsorship funds, which, along with our many in-kind donations, were of enormous aid in
offsetting our 2009 event costs and in ensuring that our events were of world-class calibre.

During the year 2009, with donations and sponsorships, including the aforementioned operating campaign, we
raised $55,000. These funds were instrumental in maintaining our operations, in the production of merchandise
such as our very popular holiday cards, and in the costs associated with the International Student Young Pug-

wash Workshop. More details on our expenses can be seen in the Comparative Income Statement segment of
our Financial Report.

The local community has also been very generous and supportive of our efforts. Our holiday cards, note cards,
dove pins and other merchandise have proven to be very popular, and it is truly heartening to see the level of
support and encouragement offered by our community and our members.

Our membership numbers continue along an unwavering path. As well, we have seen a marked interest in our
new membership levels (Contributing, Sustaining and Peace Circle), which have allowed people to contribute to
the success of the Pugwash Peace Exchange in a whole new way.
