The weeklong Pugwash Conference was opened by Italian Foreign Min-
ister, Massimo D’Alema, who spoke about the dangers of nuclear
weapon proliferation and the concerns world-wide with the prospects of
Iran building a nuclear arsenal. The 150 attendees came from among the
50 countries in which Pugwash has an active presence. Of particular
